
1 – THE BIBLE: THE INFALLIBLE WORD OF GOD 
1A – God Himself is the Author of the Bible. It is the Word of God. ------------------------------------------ 
 
EXODUS 24:12 
12 And the LORD said unto Moses, Come up to me into the mount, and be there: and I will give thee tables of stone, and a law, and 
commandments which I have written; that thou mayest teach them. 
 
DEUTERONOMY 6:6 – 9 
6 And these words, which I command thee this day, shall be in thine heart: 
7 And thou shalt teach them diligently unto thy children, and shalt talk of them when thou sittest in thine house, and when thou walkest by the 
way, and when thou liest down, and when thou risest up. 
8 And thou shalt bind them for a sign upon thine hand, and they shall be as frontlets between thine eyes. 
9 And thou shalt write them upon the posts of thy house, and on thy gates. 
 
PSALMS 19:7 – 10 
7 The law of the LORD is perfect, converting the soul: the testimony of the LORD is sure, making wise the simple. 
8 The statutes of the LORD are right, rejoicing the heart: the commandment of the LORD is pure, enlightening the eyes. 
9 The fear of the LORD is clean, enduring for ever: the judgments of the LORD are true and righteous altogether. 
10 More to be desired are they than gold, yea, than much fine gold: sweeter also than honey and the honeycomb. 
 
HEBREWS 4:12 
12 For the word of God is quick, and powerful, and sharper than any two-edged sword, piercing even to the dividing asunder of soul and 
spirit, and of the joints and marrow, and is a discerner of the thoughts and intents of the heart. 
 
 
1B – Men wrote the words of the Bible as they were divinely inspired by God. ------------------------------ 
 
EXODUS 34:27 
27 And the LORD said unto Moses, Write thou these words: for after the tenor of these words I have made a covenant with thee and with 
Israel. 
 
DEUTERONOMY 27:3 
3 And thou shalt write upon them all the words of this law, when thou art passed over, that thou mayest go in unto the land which the LORD 
thy God giveth thee, a land that floweth with milk and honey; as the LORD God of thy fathers hath promised thee. 
 
JOSHUA 24:26 
26 And Joshua wrote these words in the book of the law of God, and took a great stone, and set it up there under an oak, that was by the 
sanctuary of the LORD. 
 
1 SAMUEL 10:25 
25 Then Samuel told the people the manner of the kingdom, and wrote it in a book, and laid it up before the LORD. And Samuel sent all the 
people away, every man to his house. 
 
ISAIAH 30:8 
8 Now go, write it before them in a table, and note it in a book, that it may be for the time to come for ever and ever: 
 
JEREMIAH 30:1 – 2 
1 The word that came to Jeremiah from the LORD, saying, 
2 Thus speaketh the LORD God of Israel, saying, Write thee all the words that I have spoken unto thee in a book. 
 
LUKE 1:1 – 3 
1 Forasmuch as many have taken in hand to set forth in order a declaration of those things which are most surely believed among us, 
2 Even as they delivered them unto us, which from the beginning were eyewitnesses, and ministers of the word; 
3 It seemed good to me also, having had perfect understanding of all things from the very first, to write unto thee in order, most excellent 
Theophilus, 
 
2 TIMOTHY 3:16 – 17 
16 All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness: 
17 That the man of God may be perfect, thoroughly furnished unto all good works. 
 
HEBREWS 1:1 
1 God, who at sundry times and in divers manners spake in time past unto the fathers by the prophets, 
 
2 PETER 1:20 – 21 
20 Knowing this first, that no prophecy of the scripture is of any private interpretation. 



21 For the prophecy came not in old time by the will of man: but holy men of God spake as they were moved by the Holy Ghost. 
 
 
1C – The Bible is without error. It is the word of salvation and will be true and useful forever. --------- 
 
PSALMS 12:6 
6 The words of the LORD are pure words: as silver tried in a furnace of earth, purified seven times. 
 
PSALMS 19:8 
8 The statutes of the LORD are right, rejoicing the heart: the commandment of the LORD is pure, enlightening the eyes. 
 
PSALMS 119:9 
9 Wherewithal shall a young man cleanse his way? by taking heed thereto according to thy word. 
 
PSALMS 119:89 
89 For ever, O LORD, thy word is settled in heaven. 
 
PSALMS 119:105 
105 Thy word is a lamp unto my feet, and a light unto my path. 
 
Psalms 119:130 
130 The entrance of thy words giveth light; it giveth understanding unto the simple. 
 
PROVERBS 30:5 
5 Every word of God is pure: he is a shield unto them that put their trust in him. 
 
ISAIAH 40:8 
8 The grass withereth, the flower fadeth: but the word of our God shall stand for ever.

3 And he humbled thee, and suffered thee to hunger, and fed thee with manna, which thou knewest not, neither did thy fathers know; that he 
might make thee know that man doth not live by bread only, but by every word that proceedeth out of the mouth of the LORD doth man live. 
 
JOB 23:12 
12 Neither have I gone back from the commandment of his lips; I have esteemed the words of his mouth more than my necessary food. 
 
PSALMS 119:103 
103 How sweet are thy words unto my taste! yea, sweeter than honey to my mouth! 
 
JEREMIAH 15:16

1 KINGS 8:27 
27 But will God indeed dwell on the earth? behold, the heaven and heaven of heavens cannot contain thee; how much less this house that I 
have builded? 
 
JOHN 4:24 
24 God is a Spirit: and they that worship him must worship him in spirit and in truth. 
 
ACTS 17:24 – 25 
24 God that made the world and all things therein, seeing that he is Lord of heaven and earth, dwelleth not in temples made with hands; 
25 Neither is worshipped with men's hands, as though he needed any thing, seeing he giveth to all life, and breath, and all things; 
 
2 CORINTHIANS 3:17 
17 Now the Lord is that Spirit: and where the Spirit of the Lord is, there is liberty.

ISAIAH 9:6 
6 For unto us a child is born, unto us a son is given: and the government shall be upon his shoulder: and his name shall be called Wonderful, 
Counsellor, The mighty God, The everlasting Father, The Prince of Peace. 
 
MATTHEW 1:20 – 23 
20 But while he thought on these things, behold, the angel of the Lord appeared unto him in a dream, saying, Joseph, thou son of David, fear 
not to take unto thee Mary thy wife: for that which is conceived in her is of the Holy Ghost. 
21 And she shall bring forth a son, and thou shalt call his name JESUS: for he shall save his people from their sins. 
22 Now all this was done, that it might be fulfilled which was spoken of the Lord by the prophet, saying, 
23 Behold, a virgin shall be with child, and shall bring forth a son, and they shall call his name Emmanuel, which being interpreted is, God 
with us. 
 
JOHN 1:1 
1 In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. 
 
JOHN 1:14 
14 And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us, and we beheld his glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father,) full of grace 
and truth.

7 But made himself of no reputation, and took upon him the form of a servant, and was made in the likeness of men: 
8 And being found in fashion as a man, he humbled himself, and became obedient unto death, even the death of the cross. 
 
COLOSSIANS 1:15 
15 Who is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn of every creature: 
 
COLOSSIANS 1:19 
19 For it pleased the Father that in him should all fulness dwell; 
 
COLOSSIANS 2:9 
9 For in him dwelleth all the fulness of the Godhead bodily. 
 
1 TIMOTHY 3:16 
16 And without controversy great is the mystery of godliness: God was manifest in the flesh, justified in the Spirit, seen of angels, preached 
unto the Gentiles, believed on in the world, received up into glory.

ZECHARIAH 14:9 
9 And the LORD shall be king over all the earth: in that day shall there be one LORD, and his name one. 
 
MATTHEW 1:21 
21 And she shall bring forth a son, and thou shalt call his name JESUS: for he shall save his people from their sins. 
 
MATTHEW 28:19 
19 Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost: 
 
JOHN 5:43 
43 I am come in my Father's name, and ye receive me not: if another shall come in his own name, him ye will receive. 
 
JOHN 14:17 – 18 
17 Even the Spirit of truth; whom the world cannot receive, because it seeth him not, neither knoweth him: but ye know him; for he dwelleth 
with you, and shall be in you.

3A – What is sin? -------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------

PROVERBS 21:4 
4 An high look, and a proud heart, and the plowing of the wicked, is sin. 
 
PROVERBS 24:9 
9 The thought of foolishness is sin: and the scorner is an abomination to men. 
 
GALATIANS 5:19 – 21 
19 Now the works of the flesh are manifest, which are these; Adultery, fornication, uncleanness, lasciviousness, 
20 Idolatry, witchcraft, hatred, variance, emulations, wrath, strife, seditions, heresies, 
21 Envyings, murders, drunkenness, revellings, and such like: of the which I tell you before, as I have also told you in time past, that they 
which do such things shall not inherit the kingdom of God. 
 
JAMES 4:17 
17 Therefore to him that knoweth to do good, and doeth it not, to him it is sin. 
  
1 JOHN 3:4 
4 Whosoever committeth sin transgresseth also the law: for sin is the transgression of the law. 
 
 
3B – Man is a sinner. --------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------
- 
 
PSALMS 51:5 
5 Behold, I was shapen in iniquity, and in sin did my mother conceive me. 
 
PSALMS 53:3 
3 Every one of them is gone back: they are altogether become filthy; there is none that doeth good, no, not one. 
 
ISAIAH 53:6  
6 All we like sheep have gone astray; we have turned every one to his own way; and the LORD hath laid on him the iniquity of us all. 
 
ISAIAH 64:6 
6 But we are all as an unclean thing, and all our righteousnesses are as filthy rags; and we all do fade as a leaf; and our iniquities, like the 
wind, have taken us away. 
 
JEREMIAH 17:9 
9 The heart is deceitful above all things, and desperately wicked: who can know it? 
 
ROMANS 3:10 – 12 
10 As it is written, There is none righteous, no, not one: 
11 There is none that understandeth, there is none that seeketh after God. 
12 They are all gone out of the way, they are together become unprofitable; there is none that doeth good, no, not one. 
 
ROMANS 3:23 
23 For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God; 
 
ROMANS 5:12 
12 Wherefore, as by one man sin entered into the world, and death by sin; and so death passed upon all men, for that all have sinned: 
 
ROMANS 5:19 
19 For as by one man's disobedience many were made sinners, so by the obedience of one shall many be made righteous. 
 
ROMANS 6:23 
23 For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord. 
 
JAMES 1:14 – 15 
14 But every man is tempted, when he is drawn away of his own lust, and enticed. 



15 Then when lust hath conceived, it bringeth forth sin: and sin, when it is finished, bringeth forth death. 
 
1 JOHN 1:8 
8 If we say that we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and the truth is not in us. 
 
 
3C – Jesus Christ provides salvation. -------------------------------------------------------------------------------
- 
 
ISAIAH 12:2 
2 Behold, God is my salvation; I will trust, and not be afraid: for the LORD JEHOVAH is my strength and my song; he also is become my 
salvation. 
 
ISAIAH 53:2 – 7 
2 For he shall grow up before him as a tender plant, and as a root out of a dry ground: he hath no form nor comeliness; and when we shall see 
him, there is no beauty that we should desire him. 
3 He is despised and rejected of men; a man of sorrows, and acquainted with grief: and we hid as it were our faces from him; he was despised, 
and we esteemed him not. 
4 Surely he hath borne our griefs, and carried our sorrows: yet we did esteem him stricken, smitten of God, and afflicted. 
5 But he was wounded for our transgressions, he was bruised for our iniquities: the chastisement of our peace was upon him; and with his 
stripes we are healed. 
6 All we like sheep have gone astray; we have turned every one to his own way; and the LORD hath laid on him the iniquity of us all. 
7 He was oppressed, and he was afflicted, yet he opened not his mouth: he is brought as a lamb to the slaughter, and as a sheep before her 
shearers is dumb, so he openeth not his mouth. 
 
LUKE 2:11 
11 For unto you is born this day in the city of David a Saviour, which is Christ the Lord. 
 
LUKE 19:10 
10 For the Son of man is come to seek and to save that which was lost. 
 
JOHN 1:29 
29 The next day John seeth Jesus coming unto him, and saith, Behold the Lamb of God, which taketh away the sin of the world. 
 
JOHN 3:14 – 17 
14 And as Moses lifted up the serpent in the wilderness, even so must the Son of man be lifted up: 
15 That whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have eternal life.  
16 For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting 
life. 
17 For God sent not his Son into the world to condemn the world; but that the world through him might be saved. 

 
JOHN 10:11 
11 I am the good shepherd: the good shepherd giveth his life for the sheep. 
 
JOHN 15:13 
13 Greater love hath no man than this, that a man lay down his life for his friends. 
 
ROMANS 5:6 
6 For when we were yet without strength, in due time Christ died for the ungodly. 
 
ROMANS 6:23 
23 For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord. 
 
1 CORINTHIANS 15:3 
3 For I delivered unto you first of all that which I also received, how that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures; 
 
1 TIMOTHY 1:15 
15 This is a faithful saying, and worthy of all acceptation, that Christ Jesus came into the world to save sinners; of whom I am chief. 
 
HEBREWS 2:9 
9 But we see Jesus, who was made a little lower than the angels for the suffering of death, crowned with glory and honour; that he by the 
grace of God should taste death for every man. 
 
HEBREWS 9:28 
28 So Christ was once offered to bear the sins of many; and unto them that look for him shall he appear the second time without sin unto 



salvation. 
 
1 PETER 2:24 
24 Who his own self bare our sins in his own body on the tree, that we, being dead to sins, should live unto righteousness: by whose stripes ye 
were healed. 
 
1 PETER 3:18 
18 For Christ also hath once suffered for sins, the just for the unjust, that he might bring us to God, being put to death in the flesh, but 
quickened by the Spirit: 
 
REVELATION 5:9 
9 And they sung a new song, saying, Thou art worthy to take the book, and to open the seals thereof: for thou wast slain, and hast redeemed 
us to God by thy blood out of every kindred, and tongue, and people, and nation; 
 
 
3D – The blood of a sinless sacrifice atoned for our sins. -------------------------------------------------------
- 
 
EXODUS 12:13 
13 And the blood shall be to you for a token upon the houses where ye are: and when I see the blood, I will pass over you, and the plague shall 
not be upon you to destroy you, when I smite the land of Egypt. 
 
LEVITICUS 17:11 
11 For the life of the flesh is in the blood: and I have given it to you upon the altar to make an atonement for your souls: for it is the blood that 
maketh an atonement for the soul. 
 
MATTHEW 26:28

of God descending like a dove, and lighting upon him: 
 
JOHN 3:23 
23 And John also was baptizing in Aenon near to Salim, because there was much water there: and they came, and were baptized. 
 
ACTS 8:35 – 39 
35 Then Philip opened his mouth, and began at the same scripture, and preached unto him Jesus. 
36 And as they went on their way, they came unto a certain water: and the eunuch said, See, here is water; what doth hinder me to be 
baptized? 
37 And Philip said, If thou believest with all thine heart, thou mayest. And he answered and said, I believe that Jesus Christ is the Son of God. 
38 And he commanded the chariot to stand still: and they went down both into the water, both Philip and the eunuch; and he baptized him. 
39 And when they were come up out of the water, the Spirit of the Lord caught away Philip, that the eunuch saw him no more: and he went on 
his way rejoicing.

38 Then Peter said unto them, Repent, and be baptized every one of you in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins, and ye shall 
receive the gift of the Holy Ghost. 
39 For the promise is unto you, and to your children, and to all that are afar off, even as many as the Lord our God shall call. 
 
ACTS 8:14 – 17 
14 Now when the apostles which were at Jerusalem heard that Samaria had received the word of God, they sent unto them Peter and John: 
15 Who, when they were come down, prayed for them, that they might receive the Holy Ghost:

17 Then laid they their hands on them, and they received the Holy Ghost.

11 But if the Spirit of him that raised up Jesus from the dead dwell in you, he that raised up Christ from the dead shall also quicken your 
mortal bodies by his Spirit that dwelleth in you. 
 
 
3I1 – Speaking in tongues is the initial, outward evidence of the infilling of the Holy Ghost. ------------ 
 
ISAIAH 28:11 – 12 
11 For with stammering lips and another tongue will he speak to this people. 
12 To whom he said, This is the rest wherewith ye may cause the weary to rest; and this is the refreshing: yet they would not hear. 
 
MARK 16:17  
17 And these signs shall follow them that believe; In my name shall they cast out devils; they shall speak with new tongues; 
 
ACTS 2:1 – 11 
1 And when the day of Pentecost was fully come, they were all with one accord in one place. 
2 And suddenly there came a sound from heaven as of a rushing mighty wind, and it filled all the house where they were sitting. 
3 And there appeared unto them cloven tongues like as of fire, and it sat upon each of them. 
4 And they were all filled with the Holy Ghost, and began to speak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave them utterance. 
5 And there were dwelling at Jerusalem Jews, devout men, out of every nation under heaven. 
6 Now when this was noised abroad, the multitude came together, and were confounded, because that every man heard them speak in his own 
language. 
7 And they were all amazed and marveled, saying one to another, Behold, are not all these which speak Galilaeans? 
8 And how hear we every man in our own tongue, wherein we were born? 
9 Parthians, and Medes, and Elamites, and the dwellers in Mesopotamia, and in Judaea, and Cappadocia, in Pontus, and Asia, 
10 Phrygia, and Pamphylia, in Egypt, and in the parts of Libya about Cyrene, and strangers of Rome, Jews and proselytes, 
11 Cretes and Arabians, we do hear them speak in our tongues the wonderful works of God. 
 
ACTS 2:33 
33 Therefore being by the right hand of God exalted, and having received of the Father the promise of the Holy Ghost, he hath shed forth this, 
which ye now see and hear. 
 
ACTS 10:44 – 46 
44 While Peter yet spake these words, the Holy Ghost fell on all them which heard the word. 
45 And they of the circumcision which believed were astonished, as many as came with Peter, because that on the Gentiles also was poured 
out the gift of the Holy Ghost. 
46 For they heard them speak with tongues, and magnify God. Then answered Peter,

63 It is the spirit that quickeneth; the flesh profiteth nothing: the words that I speak unto you, they are spirit, and they are life.

26 But the Comforter, which is the Holy Ghost, whom the Father will send in my name, he shall teach you all things, and bring all things to 
your remembrance, whatsoever I have said unto you. 



 
JOHN 16:13 
13 Howbeit when he, the Spirit of truth, is come, he will guide you into all truth: for he shall not speak of himself; but whatsoever he shall 
hear, that shall he speak: and he will show you things to come. 
 
ACTS 1:8 
8 But ye shall receive power, after that the Holy Ghost is come upon you: and ye shall be witnesses unto me both in Jerusalem, and in all 
Judaea, and in Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of the earth.

12 Therefore, brethren, we are debtors, not to the flesh, to live after the flesh. 
13 For if ye live after the flesh, ye shall die: but if ye through the Spirit do mortify the deeds of the body, ye shall live. 
14 For as many as are led by the Spirit of God, they are the sons of God. 
15 For ye have not received the spirit of bondage again to fear; but ye have received the Spirit of adoption, whereby we cry, Abba, Father. 
16 The Spirit itself beareth witness with our spirit, that we are the children of God: 
17 And if children, then heirs; heirs of God, and joint-heirs with Christ; if so be that we suffer with him, that we may be also glorified 
together. 
 
ROMANS 8:26 – 27 
26 Likewise the Spirit also helpeth our infirmities: for we know not what we should pray for as we ought: but the Spirit itself maketh 
intercession for us with groanings which cannot be uttered. 
27 And he that searcheth the hearts knoweth what is the mind of the Spirit, because he maketh intercession for the saints according to the will 
of God. 
 
1 CORINTHIANS 12:13 
13 For by one Spirit are we all baptized into one body, whether we be Jews or Gentiles, whether we be bond or free; and have been all made 
to drink into one Spirit.

2 CHRONICLES 7:14 
14 If my people, which are called by my name, shall humble themselves, and pray, and seek my face, and turn from their wicked ways; then 
will I hear from heaven, and will forgive their sin, and will heal their land. 



 
PSALMS 91:15 
15 He shall call upon me, and I will answer him: I will be with him in trouble; I will deliver him, and honour him. 
 
ISAIAH 56:7 
7 Even them will I bring to my holy mountain, and make them joyful in my house of prayer: their burnt offerings and their sacrifices shall be 
accepted upon mine altar; for mine house shall be called an house of prayer for all people. 
 
JEREMIAH 29:13 
13 And ye shall seek me, and find me, when ye shall search for me with all your heart.

12 And forgive us our debts, as we forgive our debtors. 
13 And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil: For thine is the kingdom, and the power, and the glory, for ever. Amen. 
 
MATTHEW 7:7 
7 Ask, and it shall be given you; seek, and ye shall find; knock, and it shall be opened unto you: 
 
MATTHEW 18:19

17 Pray without ceasing.

6 For if the woman be not covered, let her also be shorn: but if it be a shame for a woman to be shorn or shaven, let her be covered. 
7 For a man indeed ought not to cover his head, forasmuch as he is the image and glory of God: but the woman is the glory of the man. 
8 For the man is not of the woman: but the woman of the man. 
9 Neither was the man created for the woman; but the woman for the man. 
10 For this cause ought the woman to have power on her head because of the angels. 
 
1 CORINTHIANS 11:13 – 16 
13 Judge in yourselves: is it comely that a woman pray unto God uncovered? 
14 Doth not even nature itself teach you, that, if a man have long hair, it is a shame unto him? 
15 But if a woman have long hair, it is a glory to her: for her hair is given her for a covering. 
16 But if any man seem to be contentious, we have no such custom, neither the churches of God. 
 
1 TIMOTHY 2:8 – 10 
8 I will therefore that men pray every where, lifting up holy hands, without wrath and doubting. 
9 In like manner also, that women adorn themselves in modest apparel, with shamefacedness and sobriety; not with broided hair, or gold, or 
pearls, or costly array; 
10 But (which becometh women professing godliness) with good works. 
 
1 PETER 3:3 – 5  
3 Whose adorning let it not be that outward adorning of plaiting the hair, and of wearing of gold, or of putting on of apparel; 
4 But let it be the hidden man of the heart, in that which is not corruptible, even the ornament of a meek and quiet spirit, which is in the sight 
of God of great price. 
5 For after this manner in the old time the holy women also, who trusted in God, adorned themselves, being in subjection unto their own 
husbands:

4D1 – Our tithes (the first 10%) belongs to God. ------------------------------------------------------------------ 
 
GENESIS 14:20 
20 And blessed be the most high God, which hath delivered thine enemies into thy hand. And he gave him tithes of all. 
 
GENESIS 28:22 
22 And this stone, which I have set for a pillar, shall be God's house: and of all that thou shalt give me I will surely give the tenth unto thee. 
 
LEVITICUS 27:30 
30 And all the tithe of the land, whether of the seed of the land, or of the fruit of the tree, is the LORD's: it is holy unto the LORD. 
 
NUMBERS 18:21 
21 And, behold, I have given the children of Levi all the tenth in Israel for an inheritance, for their service which they serve, even the service 
of the tabernacle of the congregation. 
 
MALACHI 3:8 – 10 
8 Will a man rob God? Yet ye have robbed me. But ye say, Wherein have we robbed thee? In tithes and offerings. 
9 Ye are cursed with a curse: for ye have robbed me, even this whole nation. 
10 Bring ye all the tithes into the storehouse, that there may be meat in mine house, and prove me now herewith, saith the LORD of hosts, if I 
will not open you the windows of heaven, and pour you out a blessing, that there shall not be room enough to receive it. 
 
MATTHEW 23:23 



23 Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye pay tithe of mint and anise and cummin, and have omitted the weightier matters of 
the law, judgment, mercy, and faith: these ought ye to have done, and not to leave the other undone. 
 
1 CORINTHIANS 4:2 
2 Moreover it is required in stewards, that a man be found faithful. 
 
1 CORINTHIANS 9:9 
9 For it is written in the law of Moses, thou shalt not muzzle the mouth of the ox that treadeth out the corn. Doth God take care for oxen?

13 Do ye not know that they which minister about holy things live of the things of the temple? and they which wait at the altar are partakers 
with the altar?

EXODUS 25:2 
2 Speak unto the children of Israel, that they bring me an offering: of every man that giveth it willingly with his heart ye shall take my 
offering. 
 
EXODUS 36:5 
5 And they spake unto Moses, saying, The people bring much more than enough for the service of the work, which the LORD commanded to 
make. 
 
DEUTERONOMY 16:17 
17 Every man shall give as he is able, according to the blessing of the LORD thy God which he hath given thee. 
 
LUKE 21:1 – 4  
1 And he looked up, and saw the rich men casting their gifts into the treasury. 
2 And he saw also a certain poor widow casting in thither two mites. 
3 And he said, Of a truth I say unto you, that this poor widow hath cast in more than they all: 
4 For all these have of their abundance cast in unto the offerings of God: but she of her penury hath cast in all the living that she had.

29 Then the disciples, every man according to his ability, determined to send relief unto the brethren which dwelt in Judaea: 
 
2 CORINTHIANS 9:6 – 7  
6 But this I say, He which soweth sparingly shall reap also sparingly; and he which soweth bountifully shall reap also bountifully. 
7 Every man according as he purposeth in his heart, so let him give; not grudgingly, or of necessity: for God loveth a cheerful giver.

1 CORINTHIANS 12:28 
28 And God hath set some in the church, first apostles, secondarily prophets, thirdly teachers, after that miracles, then gifts of healings, helps, 
governments, diversities of tongues. 
 
EPHESIANS 2:19 – 22 
19 Now therefore ye are no more strangers and foreigners, but fellowcitizens with the saints, and of the household of God; 
20 And are built upon the foundation of the apostles and prophets, Jesus Christ himself being the chief corner stone; 
21 In whom all the building fitly framed together groweth unto an holy temple in the Lord: 
22 In whom ye also are builded together for an habitation of God through the Spirit. 
 
EPHESIANS 5:21 
21 Submitting yourselves one to another in the fear of God. 
 
1 THESSALONIANS 5:12 – 13  
12 And we beseech you, brethren, to know them which labour among you, and are over you in the Lord, and admonish you; 
13 And to esteem them very highly in love for their work's sake. And be at peace among yourselves. 
 
1 TIMOTHY 5:17 
17 Let the elders that rule well be counted worthy of double honour, especially they who labour in the word and doctrine. 
 



HEBREWS 13:7 
7 Remember them which have the rule over you, who have spoken unto you the word of God: whose faith follow, considering the end of their 
conversation.
